Fritz von Uhde was a German Impressionist
painter known for bringing religious subjects into
contemporary, everyday settings. He portrays the
emotional meeting between Mary of Magdala and
Christ outside the tomb with a focus on quiet
human emotion.

Von Uhde knows it's spring — the trees have not
yet filled. Mary is heartbroken, believing someone
had stolen Jesus' body. She is dressed as a poor
woman of the artist's time. Jesus has come up
from behind her, tenderly touching her arm.

Jesus asks "Woman, why weepest thou? Whom
seekest thou?" to address her sorrow. Jesus’s
question is a sign of his presence and attention,
and gives Mary the opportunity to speak aloud
what is in her heart.
